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POLEMOLOGICAL PARADIGM OF COMPREHENSION
OF ESSENCE OF HYBRID WAR

The article is devoted to the methodological problems and manipulative
mechanisms of hybrid warfare, analyzed in the collective monograph "Hybrid War: in
verbo et in praxi". Due to the appeal to the polemical approach, its authors have
managed to systematize and generalize the theory of war and peace, analyze the
modern Western concepts of war, to indicate the specifics of the Russian viewpoint on
the concept of hybrid war, to evaluate the importance of information and manipulation
technologies for hybrid wars, to analyze a number of geopolitical and socio-cultural
aspects of modern hybrid wars. Polemology examines the universal features of armed
conflicts, their role in time and space, cycles, and classification. Hybrid warfare
involves the use of existing military assets, regular and irregular, including weapons of
mass destruction, as well as information, psychological and advocacy wars with the use
of emerging communications and media technologies. According to the classical
approach, the state is the sole subject of hostilities, but today its role has changed
dramatically under the influence of other political and economic, supranational and
transboundary factors. To study wars and armed conflicts from a polemical point of
view, this means the need to focus on social changes in all areas of human life,
including political, economic, and technological factors that influence war as a social
phenomenon.

Key words: polemology, conflict, philosophy of war, hybrid war, informational-
manipulative technologies, mass consciousness, mythology, ideologema, transgression.

The Events in the East of Ukraine have significantly updated the research
discourse of war and peace, informational confrontation, social construction,
civilizational conflicts. There are interesting scientific intelligence devoted to the
analysis of manipulative means of "hybrid warfare". Particular attention deserves the
monographies by V.P. Gorbulina (1), O.0O. Bazaluka (2), R.O. Dodonova (3), E.V.
Magdi (4) and so on. In 2017, the Ukrainian-Polish collective monograph entitled
"Hybrid War: in verbo et in praxi" (5) was published, the authors of which - mostly
representatives of the Donetsk University - considered their duty to note the process of
maturation of a specific expectation of citizens, the evolution of which has modified the
motives of their behavior and led to the beginning of hostilities. This study continues
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the tradition of understanding the nature and evolution of wars in modern conditions,
starting with, in particular, the edits of Martin van Creveld (6), Alvin and Hedy Toffler
(7), Gilles Deleuze and Felix Guattari (8), Mary Kaldor (9), Manuel DelLanda (10), Arti
Pabriks and Andis Kudors (11) and others.

The product of the 21st century is the so-called "hybrid wars", which are
symbiosis of the destruction of the military-political system of the enemy by blackmail,
bribery, sabotage, discredit, information pressure, manipulation of the mass
consciousness. A combination of military and non-military methods involving the
protest potential of the population is the essence of the wars of the new generation.
Considering the hybrid war as a kind of armed conflict, the authors of this work focus
on the polemological (from the ancient Greek words of mwoAepog - war and Adyov -
doctrine) paradigm of studying wars. In this context, polemology refers to the direction
of science which studies war, violence, conflicts. This term refers to the general theory
of war, the task of which is to identify hidden sources of human aggression and social
structures that contribute to the emergence of wars.

Thus, the purpose of this article is to acquaint the reader with the basic principles
of the polemical approach, which is indicated in the monograph "Hybrid War: in verbo
et in praxi".

The book begins with an excursion to the basics of polemology, which is carried
out by Polish scholars Lukash Roman and Kateryna Novikova. The latest hybrid wars
are modern wars, which are conducted using all available tactics of struggle, whether
regular or non-regular, as well as cybernetic with the possibility of using weapons of
mass destruction, as well as informational, psychological and advocacy wars using the
latest information and medial technologies. Nathan Freyer from Center for Strategic
and International Studies defined a hybrid war on the basis of four types of struggle:
traditional contradictions of regular troops, guerrilla warfare, "catastrophic terrorism"
and fighter jets that undermine the military superiority of regular troops.

Polemological considerations over the essence of the hybrid conflict lie not only in
affirming the weight of this threat to the international environment or the need for deep,
detailed, comprehensive research. As the territorial dimension of the war was replaced
dy the multi-dimensional, multilevel complex of military and non-military actions
aimed at the simultaneous achievement of various goals, the polemologists claim that
all previous classifications of wars have lost their scientific value.

Among the additional factors that have come to the fore and require not only a
cursory account but also a corresponding analysis, it is worth noting not only the
globalization or the obvious impact of the latest technologies, but their coexistence with
the remnants of the "old" wars. "Hybridization" in this way can be regarded as the
coexistence of many non-connecting elements, since, along with military super techno-
logy, primitive methods of struggle and weapons are still used, and the "postmodern"
war coexists with the struggle not only for territoriality, but also for thoughts, identities,
and values.

According to the classical approach, the state is considered the sole subject of
hostilities, but for today its role has changed significantly under the influence of
political and economic over-state and transboundary factors. In the study of wars and

armed conflicts in the polemological perspective, this means the need to focus on social
changes in all spheres of human life, taking into account the various elements of the
political, economic or even technological context that influence the war as a social
phenomenon.

The scientific and philosophical basis for the creation of a general theory of war
and peace, according to prof. O.O. Bazaluk, is the history of the creation of
"civilization loci", the direction of their development and the change of their
boundaries. In most cases, the term the locus of civilization is used to refer to a certain
political or social community (ethnos, nation, state). The infinite localization is
considered to be the types of civilizations (M. Danilevsky, O. Spengler, A. Toynbee, D.
Bel, E. Toffler) and their collisions (S. Huntington, F. Braudel). Political and social
organizations, various variants of their interactions are only a visible part of social
constructs created by the human mind. They reveal the peculiarities of the formation of
the civilization locus and the process of infinite localization, but in fact they are only
external manifestations of content, but not the content of a single locus of civilization.
From the standpoint of geophilosophy, war and peace are continuous and non-linear
interactions between psychospheres, which appear on the surface of the Earth in an
infinite change in the boundaries between locations. At the same time, the war is a
violent penetration of one psychosphere into the locus of another psychosphere, which
causes significant changes in its manifestations. Conversely, the world is a co-ordinated
interaction between psychospheres, which leads, at least, to respect, at most, to
enriching the interaction of both loci-civilizations.

The empirical basis of the theory of world peace is made up of facts and patterns:
from the field of neuroscience, psychology and social philosophy; from
geophilosophy; from military history and history of military art. The basis of the
general theory of war and peace through the methodology of geo-philosophy O.O.
Bazaluk sets the axioms:

- a separate locus of civilization and man have a single rhizome - the evolving
psyche;

- evolution - is a continuous and nonlinear complication of the structure of matter,
types of interaction and environment of existence, which is subject to three factors and
two reasons, universal for any material organization in the scale of the universe;

- the complexity of the psychosphere is carried out: continuously, by blocks and
according to the principle of dominance; nonlinear, as directed and hierarchical
process; depending on spatial, temporal and reproductive isolation; under the influence
of the active first-degree, originally laid in the basis of the neural structures of the
psychosphere; in conditions of natural selection.

The basis of the theory of war and peace is formed by five postulates: 1) the
rhizome of aggressive manifestations of psychosphere consists in pathologies constitute
as the that result from the continuous and nonlinear complication of the structure and
function of the neural ensembles of the subconscious and consciousness; 2) the
aggressive manifestations of psychosphere are influenced by physical and chemical
(favorable, provocative and supporting) factors of the environment; 3) if in the
perception of the psychosphere the locus of civilization from the geographic territory
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has become a state of the world of historical ideas, it becomes a sacramental and
invincible; 4) modern wars - this is the struggle of ideas, the disintegration and
integration of civilizational loci directly related to the actualization and deactivation of
the world of historical ideas; 5) the nature of the psychosphere continuously and non-
linearly inclines it to creating the most comfortable conditions for the full realization of
internal creative potentials.

The evolution of psychosphere is the history of its manifestations in the locus and
beyond. The basis of the evolution of the psychosphere and its manifestations constitute
a continuous and non-linear complication of the structure and functions of the neural
subconscious ensembles and factors of the environment. The complexity of the
psychosphere is determined by the universal factors and the causes of evolution
evolution. The war and peace in this continuous and non-linear complication is a
manifestation of the psychosphere, through which a regulatory compromise between
the opposing forces is achieved: the active principle and natural selection (or the
complicated structure of the neural ensembles of the subconscious and consciousness
and the conditions of the environment). War and peace are ways to achieve a
compromise between the needs of the psychosphere and the possibilities of their
satisfaction, between the proclaimed idea that combines psychosphere, and the
possibility of its realization.

The concept of hemostasis in the classical sense of Walter Cannon, as the ability
of the open system to maintain the constancy of its internal state with the help of
coordinated reactions, aimed at maintaining a dynamic equilibrium, is identical to the
concept of regulatory compromise, but only has a narrower field of application. War
and peace are coordinated reactions aimed at supporting the homeostasis of the
psychosphere of the Earth (5, pp. 55-57).

Having outlined the methodological foundations of the polemological view of the
hybrid war, the authors of the monograph pass to the review of modern Western
concepts of warfare. So, in Section 1.3, which is written by prof. V.A. Mandragel, the
concept of hybrid war is considered in the context of the evolution of ideas about the
strategy of conducting hostilities. He recalls that during the past twentieth century, such
concepts as "strategic bombing", "centric warfare or a military revolution", "fourth
generation wars", "sixth generation wars", "counterinsurgency military", "asymmetric
military actions had gained popularity", and finally the concept of" hybrid war "
appeared (5, p.63).

One of the most successful definitions of hybrid warfare belongs to Robert Nevsson —
it is a combination of conventional, irregular and asymmetric means, including constant
manipulation of political and ideological conflict, as well as the involvement of special
operation forces and conventional forces, intelligence agents, political provocateurs, media
representatives, economic blackmail; cyber attacks; proxy servers and surrogates, para-
military, terrorist and criminal elements.

The Russian military science has been critically redefined the theoretical positions
of a number of western editions, but in the specialist literature, Russian exherts avoid
using the term "hybrid war", although they actually work in the relevant conceptual
framework. In the most comprehensive way, the principles of the Russian invariant
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concept of the hybrid warfare have been embodied in the "doctrine of Gerasimov." It is
characterized by recognition of the role of non-military means in achieving strategic
goals, no less effective than military violence; displacement of emphasis in the
direction of political, economic, informational, humanitarian actions implemented with
the involvement of the protest potential of the population; aggressive technological
impact on the mass consciousness of the population, including information, in
particular, cyber attacks. The transition to an open use of military force usually takes
place at the final stage of the conflict, to consolidate success. Certain elements of this
doctrine, of course, functioned even earlier. We tried to demonstrate that the existence
of a historical experience in the struggle of the Russian Empire for the psychosphere of
the surrounding territories does not allow us to conclude on the fundamental novelty of
the concepts of the hybrid war. At the same time, the latter points to the transformation
of the war in the conditions of the informational society of the XXI century (5, p.131).

Theoretical conclusions of the specialists of the Russian Academy of Military
Sciences have found an immediate practical testing and appropriate correction in the
course of conflicts in the post-Soviet space and the Middle East. Practice has
demonstrated the effectiveness of information combat tactics used by Russia, which are
constantly being modified and improved. The intensity of the information influence
from the Russian media on the enemy's psychosphere provides grounds for the
unjustified absolutisation of this aspect and even the desire to identify the hybrid war
with information al war only.

More information on the role of informational influence is given in the second part
of the monograph. According to GE Kovalsky, the lack of a real assessment of the
situation in Ukraine, the consolidation of this reality in the legal plane does not allow
the rapid solution of social contradictions heated by external forces, the rapid solution
of the military aspect of the problem, the rapid overcoming of the consequences in the
ecological, economic, cultural, social and other spheres of the existence of the
Ukrainian society. The use of individual terms also became an information component
of the hybrid war. The difference between the concepts of "conflict" and "war" extends
into the scale of conflict, understauding by outside entities and participants in
international legal constraints. Therefore, in relation to these events, the term "war"
should be used.

Clarification of the definitions of these concepts will enable actual, rather than
ephemeral, understanding of the opposition, methods of counteraction, means of defeat,
driving forces and direct participants of these destructive actions not only for Ukraine,
but also for the world security space, for the processes. Today, the world community
remains at the position of the concept of the invariability of the boundaries of national
states, enshrined by the Yalta-Potsdam system of international relations. With the
signing of the Association Agreement with the EU, Ukraine made a cultural and
ideological choice for the civilization of the development of Ukrainian society. The
new geopolitical reality of the post-Soviet space is Ukraine as the center of
consolidation and a source of European values for the western Eurasian territory.

External values of orientation are the other side of the military events and help
understand the causes of the conflict, bring it to the level of inter-civilizational
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confrontation. The rapid development of world society, the emergence of a large and
differentiated world of values, the complication of value relationships "man-man",
"man-state", "state-state" became a catalyst for the crisis of value orientations not only
in Ukraine, but throughout Eastern Europe. Somewhere, the crisis reveals its ugly
manifestations, such as the indocrymation of criminal ethics, experiments on planting
false and non-peculiar values to the modern Ukrainian values society. Deformed
information is a tool for re-encoding new meanings in relevant electoral groups.
Change in the connotation of terms, events, and phenomena brought social discourse
from a rational plane to emotional, thus depriving it of a critical assessment.

Associate professor V.V. Beletsky this topic continues and unfolds, and analyzes
the aggressive technological influence on the mass consciousness against the
background of the East-Ukrainian conflict. The main means of manipulating mass
consciousness is the desire to build and as powerful as possibe broadcast relative to a
holistic information creature - the "mythology of the hybrid war." It consists of five
basic interconnected components and forms both a false or a mysterious image of the
opposition forces as well as a social background. In this case mythology can
dynamically change and assimilate into itself any fact, event, politician’s statement, etc.
This means of manipulation is broadcasted and invoked in a number of ways, among
which there are both channels of delivery of political myths, as well as technical
instruments of influence on the mass consciousness. Channels are distorted to the
dysfunctional political propaganda of social institutions of education, religion and art.

But the main information channel of the modern world is the media, which does
not provide for independent information search. Its normal function is also disfigured,
because instead of pluralistic information, there is a fabrication of non-existent "news",
commenting on these simulators, and suggesting the given mythology. Such a
suggestion pursues two main principles — with the necessary manipulator way, but
generally depressingly, to influence the language and thinking and the sphere of
emotions of the masses. Such a destruction of the cultural core is addressed to several
communities: the society of the victum state must, after manipulation, either
significantly weaken the state, or loyally accept the seizure of its lands, or at least
impose minimal resistance. To implement these principles, channels of manipulation
broadcasted a wide range of means: rhetorical-linguistic, including the original
associative instruments, whose constant and invasive influence is synergetically
intensified, and the fields of action intersect.

The use of discourse as a tool for warfare on the example of Donbass is considered
by prof. V.I. Dodonova, who distinguishes the main messages of the inhabitants of the
occupied territories of Ukraine in the discourse of confrontation. They can be reduced
to the following claims:

- legal voluntarism of the Ukrainian authorities and decision-making on the basis
of revolutionary expediency;

- unacceptable organization of the Ukrainian political space and encroachment
upon the value constants of the "Russian Peace";

- violation of the basic human right - the right to life: shelling of cities,
restrictions on freedom of movement and the introduction of a transit regime in the
ATO zone;
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- non-compliance by Ukraine of the clauses of the Minsk Agreements;

"falsification" of historical memories, including encroachment on sacred,
mythologized events of the past;

- economic blockade of LNR / DNR, including non-payment of pensions on the
territory of the republics.

The study of the claims of the Donbas to Ukraine, the analysis of their actual
grounds does not deny the fact of aggression against Ukraine, the fact of interference in
the internal affairs of an independent state, the fact of the supply of weapons and
military equipment to the territory of the formed republics, which constantly "pushes"
this conflict. But in the political actions of the Ukrainian leadership there is a lot that
does not contribute to a quick resolution of the conflict. Rationalization of these claims
will prevent their displacement in the collective unconscious, will help to build
relationships on sound principles in the future (5, p. 271-272).

The O.A. Stock object of study of is a modern Russian myth about the Great
Victory and its manipulative potential. As a means of manipulating mass
consciousness, modern attributes of mythology are considered. A prominent place in
anti-Ukrainian propaganda is the discourse associated with the Second World War, or
rather, with that segment, called the Great Patriotic War. Different types of
characteristics of the Kiev authorities, as "fascist junta", the idea that the Donbas today
is Spain of the 36 th year, a comparison of fighters with interbreeding, fighting against
fascism, finally, the Georgian ribbon as an indispensable attribute, such are the
"antifascists" - all this rhetoric clearly indicates that the discourse of the "Great
Patriotic War" is actively involved in this struggle. The aggressor mentally attacks
Ukraine, using a comprehensive system of manipulating mass consciousness using
artificially recreated myths, including the Great Victory. In the temporarily occupied
territories, it transforms Ukrainians into easily controlled political power, chaotizes
political vectors within Ukraine, and disinforms its own citizens and the world
community by electronic means (5, p.317-319).

Following the principle of «in verbo et in praxi», consistently considering the
theoretical component of the military conflict in the East of Ukraine, the authors of the
monograph in the third part turn to the description of global polemological dimensions
of the hybrid forms of war of the XXI century. The article by R. Kh. Halikov is devoted
to the specifics of the geopolitical peculiarities of the hybrid war in the Middle East,
with the creation of religious and political coalitions, involving informational and
manipulative tools. In particular, the confrontation in Syria and Iraq, the scientist
suggests to consider as a struggle for leadership in the Islamic globalist project between
Sunni, but secularized Turkey, and Shiite, but secularized Iran. However, all existing
projects of global development (Western, Russian, Chinese, Islamic) to some extent
ignore the principle of non-interference in the internal affairs of a particular state, that
i1s why they easy enough decided to intervene in the Syrian conflict and turn it into a
platform for global transformations, not taking into account the desire of the local
population. It should be noted that, in spite of the anti-Western orientation of both
Russian and Islamic projects, they have not united to fight the West, but defend each of
their prospects, while trying to take the West into a coalition. This may indicate the
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inability of each of the alternative projects to fight against the Western world alone, as
well as the reluctance to have allies in this struggle, which would be to split the fame in
case of victory. Instead, the West has enough power to realize its goals in any of its
former colonies, although it is not possible to fully control their actions (5, p.336-338).

The V.S. Gurzhi material of is dedicated to the study of the ideology of the
"Russian worls" in modern hybrid wars. In his opinion, the so-called "Russian spring"
remains an extremely painful fact of the recent past, not only in the political, but even
in the scientific discourse. The worldview and value potential of the "Russian world"
can be used to mobilize anti-Western movements, providing them with the basis for the
theoretical justify its own convictions and non-utilitarian landmarks of development. At
present, Russia is dominated by the idea that imitation of the Western model of
development does not justify itself, implementation of such meanings will not ensure
sustainable development of the state, since many Western values may change in the
coming years. Russian researchers and ideologues came to the conclusion that Russia
has its own history, however terrible it was, at times, and it gives Russia the
opportunity to realize itself and its civilization role in the global world.

The concept of the "Russian world", in some form or another over several
centuries, played the role of self-identification of the Moscow and Russian states in its
relations with the West, today acquired a new form. Reborn after the devaluation of
communist ideology, this ideology retorted on the instrument of competitive
competition in the global game. Was this project, in its latest non-incarnation,
conceived as an ideological weapon and just wars, whether it matured as the meaus of
preserving Russian identity and culture, but today it has become an active religiously
motivated alternative to the global development project that was created by the West? It
is safe to expect that, in any event, the prospect of thinking that opens within the
framework of the “Russian world” paradigm, taking into account its demanded in
morden Russian consolidated resource and the influence on contemporary perceptions
and the interpretation of historical events, will remain a weighting factor in the
formation of Russia's policy in the coming years.

As the historical experience of recent years testifies, hybrid wars, despite the
tangible value-information component are capable of reaching the goals and results
expected from conducting traditional combat. The annexation and occupation, the
active interference in the democratic process of other countries in order to bring them
loyal political forces to power, terror and seizure of hostages, massive human rights
violations, the emergence of refugees and displaced persons — that are just some of the
real consequences of hybrid wars. Exactly on the last of the mentioned problems
associate professor. Kolinko M.V. focuses his attention, studying the life experience of
settlers in terms of transgression of everyday life.

The researcher emphasizes the fundamental difference between a forced migrant
and a refugee: it is a lack or presence of foreign citizenship. A forced migrant from the
Donbas is a citizen of Ukraine, while a foreigner can receive a refugee status in
Ukraine. A refugee is a subject of international law, and a forced migrant is the subject
of a state migration legal relationship.
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Under the transgression in this context is meant "one of the forms of the
implementation of humanity," as "the realization of human experience on the verge of
being." As civilized people, we deny xenophobia by definition, but sometimes we
conceal our intolerance of another by interpreting "pragmatism", "rationalism" or
"realism", which in fact is a dubious tactic, from which losses are greater than expected
benefits. The modern person should learn to balance on the thin edge of friendship and
autonomy, aware of the benefits and risks of communication, but not to fall into the
extreme of self-isolation, "closing the door" before any Other (5, p. 379).

Transgression as a form of denial of some givenness, fulfills an important social
function. It draws attention to the disagreement of the cultural subject to follow the
norms that restrict his freedom. Everyday consciousness refers to transgression to
marginal practices along with immorality and violation of the law, while transgression
derives from society into a class of asocial elements, but it is a false, simplistic
interpretation of the phenomenon. The transgressant seeks to escape from the limits of
his cultural circle to the general, towards a holistic, unconstrained monocultural rules of
life, which is inaccessible within the framework of "home culture". The greatest danger
from the confinement of the home world arises at a time when the transgressant,
shrouded by the propaganda network of the external aggressor, is exposed to active
information processing.

The transgressive experience of resettlement as the implementation of an
alternative way of its everyday life opens up to a person the understanding of the
authenticity of his being. The social significance of the transgressive experience of
migrants is also that the mechanism of the violation becomes a form of renewal of the
socio-cultural system. Resettlement movement encourages the democratization of
legislation, leads to changes in the social structure. However, the destructive impact of
transgressants on the host culture is possible: the growth of crime, increasing the level
of poverty, if as a result of hostilities social outsiders are forced to resettle.

Summing up the above review, we note that the authors of the monograph using
the field polemical methodology covered various sections of the complex and multi-
faceted phenomenon of the hybrid war. The hybrid form of aggression against Ukraine
chosen by the leadership of the Russian Federation is not accidental, because in Russian
society, the feeling of national image as a result of defeat in the Cold War, the collapse
of the USSR and the loss of the status of a superpower have not disappeared in Russian
society. Its purpose was to destroy the ability of the state system of Ukraine to defend
by widespread use of the initiated protest sentiments of the population, introduction of
an "information virus" in the value-axiological component of the mass consciousness,
discrediting the military-political leadership of the country, etc. The principles of the
Russian invariant concept of the hybrid warfare found its conceptual concolidation in
the "doctrine of Gerasimov." A strategy outlined in the doctrine involves recognizing
the leading role of non-military means in achieving strategic goals; displacement of
emphasis in the direction of political, economic, informational, humanitarian actions
implemented with the use of the real potential of the population; aggressive
technological impact on the mass consciousness of the population, including
information, in particular, the implementation of cyber attacks. And the transition to
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open-use military force takes place at the final stage of the conflict, usually in the face
of peacekeeping.

PICTURE OF UNIVERSUM IN NEOPLATONISM:
GOD - FAITH -PERSON -WORLD

The rapidly growing interest in Neoplatonism is evidenced by both numerous
publications and new research projects devoted to the study of various segments of its
topics. The subject of research is the neoplatonic vision of the mind. According to
Plotinus, rational procedures are insufficient for understanding God. Starting from a
certain point, rational thinking should stop, making way for the mystical ecstasy that
unites us with the one. The article reconstructs the worldview behind these provisions.
It is noted that Christianity in an unusual way is in harmony with Neoplatonism.
Neoplatonism and Christianity equally see very important points in the overall picture
of the Universe, especially with regard to the place of the mind in it. The mind seeks to
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find in this world the necessary and strict "rules of the game", guided by which you can
build an evolutionary strategy for life. The logos-mind, according to the description of
the plan and philosophies, is responsible for two spheres of perception of the Universe.
On the one hand, it controls and transmits knowledge of the external world, on the
other; it indicates the insufficiency of purely scientific information. Mind shows that
Cosmos is not the cause of itself, that everything created has its eternal Creator. The
authors point out that the ideas of the history and destiny of man are not in the center
of attention of the Neoplatonists, contemplating the beauty of the Cosmos as a whole.
Neoplatonism views life, above all in its moral aspect, as constant communication with
the ranks of the celestial hierarchy,which help a person to acquire genuine knowledge.
It was concluded that the neoplatonic tradition of philosophy existed not only as a
means of knowing God by man, but also as a specific form of life that included some
functions of religion and was aimed at bringing up a special, intellectual and spiritual
type of person capable and go back to the Absolute. Unfortunately, the European
“Intellectual” orientation of knowledge has forgotten about the real nature of mind, its
dramatic lack of self-sufficiency, which can be fully expressed only in the integrity of
human existence as a triad: spirit, soul, body. The drama of mind is that it is impossible
for it not to point out the existence of God, but it cannot go beyond recognizing the
presence of God.

The article attempts to consider love as a substance and the driving force of the
development of man and humanity using the Bhagavat Gita under edited by Swami
Prabhupada of the famous Indian religious philosopher of the twentieth century.

The quality of love is provided by a complex of natural, social and spiritual
characteristics of people.

Student youth has an extremely special role in society, and the future and future of
society as a whole depend on the values and value orientations of modern student
youth.

The article is devoted to one of the debatable problems of philosophy — the
problem of the emergence and existence of analytic philosophy, more precisely, one of
its directions, linguistic philosophy. The authors represent a brief analysis of the
history of the origin of linguistic philosophy. The debatable and innovative views of the
outstanding philosophers on the necessity for the existence of linguistic philosophy, its
goals, tasks, methods are disclosed. The works of the philosophers-analysts on the
genesis of linguistic philosophy are analysed. The analysis has been based both on the
primary sources, and on the data of the subsequent studies. Studying the materials
shows that in the current direction of modern philosophy there are a large number of
contentious issues. The paper also makes an attempt to reveal the origin and
background of the term “linguistic turn”. The problem is very important for disclosing
the essence of linguistic philosophy. The obtained results indicate that the problem of
the necessity of the existence of linguistic philosophy requires further research and
deeper studying. linguistic philosophy has been characterized by the desire to enrich
the analytical philosophical methodological apparatus by developing a theory of
meaning and referring to other philosophical traditions (historical, hermeneutical). As
linguistic and analytic philosophies are increasingly conscious of the inseparability of
analytical and linguistic philosophical thinking, not only from its origins, but also from
the traditions of continental European philosophy and linguistics. Nowadays it is
necessary to talk about a new, unifying, “converging” philosophy, the key issues of
which are the problems of man and his role in cognition and activity, the importance of
intensional concepts within the framework of modern language theory, the role of the
language community in cognition.

Key words: analytic philosophy, genesis; linguistic turn, linguistic philosophy,
philosophers-analysts

Introduction. One of the distinctive features of intellectual philosophical and
linguistic culture of the 20™ century is development and growing influence of analytic
philosophy. Its history chronologically coincides with the history of the 20™ century.
The general characteristics of this direction in philosophy is detailed studying language
(taking into account the latest achievements of logic and linguistics) with the aim of
solving philosophical problems. The main goals of philosophy of analysis are
identifying the structure of thought, clarifying everything vague, indistinct, achieving a
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“transparent” correlation of language and reality, delineating clearly sensible and empty
expressions, meaningful and meaningless phrases. Within analytic philosophy, two
directions are distinguished: philosophy of logical analysis and the philosophy of
linguistic analysis (or linguistic philosophy).

The followers of the first direction are mostly interested in philosophy and logic of
science. The proponents of the second direction consider this orientation to be artificial
and too narrow, excessively limiting the philosophical horizon. If the first direction is
considered more or less developed, the second one is only in the stage of developing.
That is why studying the origins and logic of linguistic philosophy can be considered a
contribution to the analysis of the intellectual history of the 20™ century. At the same
time, it is a strong, dynamically developing tradition of thought, showing its ability to
transformation and self-correction. In this sense, the analysis of the changes taking
place and the comprehension of the origins and prospects of linguistic philosophy are
relevant and useful.

Purpose of the article. The purpose of the article is to investigate and analyse
thoroughly the origins of linguistic philosophy. The purpose stated determines the
objectives of the article: a) to present the reconstruction of the picture of genesis of
linguistic philosophy; b) to study the processes which have taken place within it; ¢) to
study the interrelation of linguistic philosophy with the other philosophic and linguistic
directions of the 20™ century.

Scientific novelty. On the basis of studying the works of philosophers-analysts
and Western historical and philosophical literature, the definition of the terms “analytic
philosophy” and “linguistic philosophy” has been obtained. The former is an
independent branch of philosophical knowledge, in which methods of logical and
linguistic analysis of studying language as a system of symbols, which expresses its
subject-matter significance in the process of the relationship between man and the
world and the analysis of this language shows the philosophical problems fixed by it
and the ways of their solution. The latter is considered as one of the trends of analytic
philosophy by some scientists. The other scientists and scholars consider linguistic
philosophy as an independent science which goals, methods and objectives coincide
with the same ones of analytic philosophy.

Statement of the main material. As it has been mentioned, linguistic philosophy
is one of the directions of analytic philosophy. So it is appropriate to present some
information of such a trend in philosophy as analytic philosophy.

Analytic philosophy originates in the works of Gottlob Frege (1848 — 1925),
Bertrand Russell (1872 — 1970), G. E. Moore (1873 — 1958), and Ludwig Wittgenstein
(1889 — 1951). There are two main strands in early analytic philosophy: 1) Frege’s
analysis of number statements and Russell’s theory of descriptions; 2) Moore’s concern
with analysing ethics and epistemology. Let us consider these scientists’ viewpoints in
detail.

The initial problems and concepts of analytic philosophy were formulated in G.
Frege’s article “On Sense and Reference” (1892) (Frege, 1892, p. 25 — 50). He
introduced his influential distinction between sense (“Sinn”) and reference
(“Bedeutung”, which has also been translated as “meaning”, or “denotation”). While
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conventional accounts of meaning took expressions to have just one feature (reference),
Frege introduced the view that expressions have two different aspects of significance:
their sense and their reference. Reference, (or, “Bedeutung”) applied to proper names,
where a given expression (e.g. Tom) simply refers to the entity bearing the name (the
person named Tom). Frege also held that propositions had a referential relationship
with their truth-value (in other words, a statement “refers” to the truth-value it takes).
By contrast, the sense (or, “Sinn”’) associated with a complete sentence is the thought it
expresses. The sense of an expression is said to be the “mode of presentation” of the
item referred to, and there can be multiple modes of representation for the same
referent. These distinctions were disputed by Bertrand Russell, especially in his paper
“On Denoting” (Russel, 1905, p. 479 — 493); the controversy has continued into the
present, fuelled especially by Saul Kripke’s famous lectures “Naming and Necessity”
(Kripke, 1980).

George Edward Moore and Bertrand Russell started to develop analytic
philosophy. Both philosophers paid great attention to the conventional problems of the
theory of cognition in the spirit of realism: acceptance of the independence of the object
of knowledge from its perception, the fact — from the judgment of it. Russell’s attention
focused on the analytical possibilities of symbolic logic and the study of the
foundations of mathematics. He proceeded from the works of G. Frege. G. Moore,
however, took an analysis of philosophical concepts and problems by means of
ordinary language and common sense.

L. Wittgenstein synthesized these two strands in the “Tractatus™ (1921). In short,
according to Frege’s and Russell’s conception analysis is rephrasing the problematic
statements into correct logic forms. As to Moore’s theory, it can be considered as
decomposition of complex concepts into their constituent parts or concepts, the so-
called clarification — “the more clearly distinct the questions are distinguished, the
better is our chance of answering [them] correctly” (Moore, 1903; p. 27). His later
work is devoted to paying detailed attention to the subtle distinctions of ordinary
language in order to solve some philosophical puzzles (Moore, 1959, chapter 7).

Concerning L. Wittgenstein’s ideas, in particular in his “Tractatus” (1921)
(Wittgenstein, 1921), he shares Moore’s view that ordinary language is organised in
perfect logical order and it does not need any “correcting”. The aim of analysis is to
uncover the necessary presuppositions of our using and understanding ordinary
language. On Wittgenstein’s view, the logic of our language requires the necessary
existence of simple objects, but later he rejects this view.

During the 1930s, however, metaphysical analysis began to be much criticised, the
ideas of logic atomism were thought unsupportable. At that time L. Wittgenstein gave
up Frege’s idea on the logic of ordinary language, but he went on exploring the logic or
the grammar of our concepts. The 1930s is the period of heated discussion of the
supporters of Russell’s and Wittgenstein’s approaches to language, the supporters of
philosophy of logic analysis and linguistic philosophy. During the 1930s — 1970s the
analysts were gradually giving up epistemological realism and moving to the position
of linguistic idealism. During this period a whole generation of philosophers,
particularly those dominant in Oxford (Gilbert Ryle (1900 — 1976), J. L. Austin (1911 —
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1960), Paul Grice (1913 — 1988), R. M. Hare (1919 — 2002), and Peter Strawson (1919
—2006)), the USA and some other European countries appeared.

Nevertheless, G. Moore’s doctrine, the theories by G’ Frege and Bertrand Russell
became the sources for the supporters and developers of linguistic philosophy. But the
most important source for linguistic philosophy is L. Wittgenstein’s late viewpoints, in
particular his theory of linguistic meaning “as using”. These ideas caused the further
development of linguistic philosophy. Its disciplinary formation is connected with the
ideas by J. Wisdom, later J. L. Austin and G. Ryle denying formalism in philosophy
appeal to the analysis of the meanings of everyday language. The slogan of this trend is
language is a social phenomenon. The meaning is this or that means of using the word
in the definite context. In contrast to philosophy of logical analysis, the representatives
of linguistic philosophy found the reason for emerging the philosophical fallacies not in
the conscious use of inaccuracies and ambiguous forms of language by
“metaphysicists”, but in the very “logic” of language, in its “deep grammar”, which
generates paradoxical sentences (such as the sentence, which G. Moore drew attention
to, “It is raining, but I do not believe it”) and all the sorts of linguistic “traps”.
According to Wittgenstein and some of his followers from the University of
Cambridge, philosophical misconceptions are eliminated by clarifying and describing
in detail the natural ways in which words and expressions are used, the including words
in the contexts of human communication (the so-called “language games™) that are
organically inherent to them, introducing the requirement that any used word assumes
the possibility of its antithesis and other devices. At the same time, in contrast to the
logical positivists, the supporters of linguistic philosophy do not appeal for “perfection”
of the natural language on the model of the formalised logical languages or languages
of science. One of the schools of linguistic philosophy (J. Wisdom, M. Lazerowitz, E.
Ambrose) developed a purely“therapeutic” interpretation of the goals and objectives of
philosophy, drawing closer in this regard to psychoanalysis. Another group of the
linguistic philosophers — the Oxford School of “ordinary language” (known also as
“Oxford Philosophy”) — sought first of all to create a positive concept of linguistic
activity. It developed original ideas, introduced a new categorial apparatus for
analysing the language communication (the theory of “speech acts” by J. L. Austin), for
describing how to use psychological concepts (G. Ryle), for discovering the
“conceptual scheme” of language and cognition (P. F. Strawson), for analysing moral
expressions (R. M. Hare, (Hare, 1952)). Beginning from the 1960s there is a
convergence of the range of problems and research approaches of linguistic philosophy
and a number of trends in modern linguistics (primarily in the sphere of linguistic
pragmatics).

Being one of the schools of neo-positivism, linguistic philosophy denies the
philosophical nature of philosophy and takes into consideration the traditional
philosophical problems. Unlike the adherents of other varieties of analytic philosophy,
the representatives of linguistic philosophy see the task of the “philosopher-analyst” not
to reform the language according to some logical norm, but in a detailed analysis of the
actual consumption of natural spoken language in order to eliminate the
misunderstandings that arise due to misuse of language. In particular, according to
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linguistic philosophy, such an analysis leads to identifying the reasons for posing the
philosophical problems as if they appeared to arise as a result of the unlawful expansion
of everyday word usage. Denying any manifestations of technicalism in philosophy
associated with using a special conceptual apparatus, and advocating the “purity” of the
use of natural language, linguistic philosophy acts as a decisive opponent of scientism
in philosophy, in particular the scientism of logical positivists.

Speaking of linguistic philosophy, it is necessary to mention the term “linguistic
turn”. As V. A. Ladov points, “Of course, the term “analytic philosophy” is very broad,
there is a great number of thematic and methodological “shades” in the studies of those
thinkers who, somehow, are considered to be the followers of this tradition. And yet the
common epistemological core is beyond doubt — it is a “linguistic turn” in philosophy,
with which the “classics” of the analytic tradition are directly concerned: G. Frege,
B. Russell, G. Moore, L. Wittgenstein. Aspiring to the same “lucidity and clarity” of
the given, the philosopher-analyst, after the “linguistic turn”, asks no longer about the
world in itself, but about what we mean when we talk about the world, that is, about the
meaning and correctness of constructing our statements about the world” (Blinov &
Ladov, 2004, p. 278).

It is difficult to detect the author of the term “linguistic turn”, but the book with
such a title was issued in 1967, the chief editor of which was R. Rorty (Rorty, 1967).
The introductory article in this collection presents the impressive comparison of other
revolutions in philosophy with the “linguistic turn”. This trend insists on solving or
eliminating all the philosophical problems either by the way of reforming the
contemporary language (especially the language of science) or by the way of its
understanding more adequately, removing confusion from it. Thus, on this basis, a
number of researchers come to the conclusion that, unlike the logical analysis of
language, the task of a philosopher-analyst from the point of view of linguistic
philosophy is not to reform language in accordance with some logical norm, but in a
detailed analysis of the actual use of natural ordinary language in order to eliminate
misunderstandings arising from its misuse.

Surovtsev V. A. and Syrov V. N. write in their article, “Language Game and Role
of Metaphor in Scientific Cognition” that “the essence is in the fact that the linguistic
turn led to rewriting the concepts “language”, “text”, “discourse”, “plot”, etc. in the
process of widening the sphere of their being applied.... If we use Nietzsche’s deep
thought, the very formulation of the question of what the world really is appears a
consequence of scepticism and relativism. At the heart of man’s ideas about himself
and the world lie the fundamental temporal structure and goals of domination, use,
satisfaction of desires. From this point of view, the linguistic turn and the
corresponding practices of analytic philosophy, hermeneutics and deconstruction
should be regarded as the extraction of the productive consequences from the human
finiteness” (Surovtcev & Syrov, 1999). Thus, we can say that linguistic philosophy is a
part of philosophy, and the linguistic turn is the turn not from philosophy, not aside of
it but to it.

Conclusions. Making an attempt to present the origins of linguistic philosophy we
have tried to analyse the most vivid and brightest works by the famous philosophers-
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analysts. There are a lot of issues, ideas and problems left unsolved and continued to be
discussed.

Linguistic philosophy is one of the largest schools in analytic philosophy. The
issues and ideas touched upon by linguistic philosophy are of great importance and
relevance nowadays. These issues and ideas are infinitely diverse in modern thought.

And the main problem, which needs investigating and analysing is the problem
which makes even more interesting the idea of the reasons for its establishment and the
trends in its development — the problem of the foundations of this philosophy, which in
itself becomes possible only within the framework of such philosophy, for this is the
problem of the problem — the problem of language. Concerning the perspectives of
investigating the problems of linguistic philosophy, we can say that there are a lot of
different interesting, ambiguous, provoking issues which are of great importance and
interest for further research.

In recent years, linguistic philosophy has been characterized by the desire to
enrich the analytical philosophical methodological apparatus by developing a theory of
meaning and referring to other philosophical traditions (historical, hermeneutical).
Linguistic and analytic philosophies are increasingly aware of the inseparability of
analytical and linguistic philosophical thinking, not only from its origins, but also from
the traditions of continental European philosophy and linguistics. In our opinion, today
one needs to talk about a new, unifying, “converging” philosophy, the key issues of
which are the problems of man and his role in cognition and activity, the importance of
intensional concepts within the framework of modern language theory, the role of the
language community in cognition, and so on.

CONCEPT OF NOBLE DICARA IN MODERN MASS CULTURE

The purpose of this article is to analyze the concept of a noble savage in the works
of modern mass culture. the image of a noble savage began to form in the 16-18
centuries. In its entirety, the concept of a noble savage as, undoubtedly positive, was
formulated by J.-J. Rousseau. It is shown that the concept of a noble savage proved to
be quite popular in mass culture, and there are many examples of this. Especially often
the motive is used, when a native of a developed, technocratic culture is compelled to
be among people belonging to a society less developed. Gradually, the protagonist of
such works is imbued with the nobility of "savages" and becomes their side. His
popularity can be linked to M. Eliade's described therapeutic function, the dream of a
free life in the bosom of nature, far from all prohibitions and restrictions, the ability to
show emotions and cravings suppressed in ordinary life. If the sentimental and
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adventurous works of the "classical” period basically described the idyllic life of the
noble savages, the modern ones are more focused on turning a person "technocratic"
toward their way of life and thus acquiring spiritual harmony.

THE ROLE OF AXIOLOGY IN PHILOSOPHICAL
AND PEDAGOGICAL IDEA

The article explores education of modern students - future teachers, based on
universal and national values, which is capable of solving one of the difficult tasks of
pedagogical anthropology - to preserve a person not only as being intelligent, but also
extremely spiritual, because only spirituality can act as the guarantor of the further
existence of mankind. Education, which is a powerful factor in the development of the
spiritual culture of the Ukrainian political nation, can also become an effective
mechanism for the formation and spread of global values, as well as to promote the
search for compromises between traditional national values and the values of global
culture. In this regard, the conceptual framework and state priorities for the
development of education in Ukraine, reflected in the relevant documents, reflect two
strategic objectives: ensuring high quality education and entry into the European and
world educational space.

Modern Ukrainian education can and should contribute to the removal of the
dynamic tension of globalization processes - it is said that today globalization, which
manifests itself in the various spontaneous and weakly controlled processes of the
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world socio-cultural system, resembles a volcano that can at any moment carry out an
unpredictable and dangerous emission of its own lava. It is education that is capable of
initiating the construction of the "cultural matrix of globalization" and contributing to
its compliance with the norms of relative stability, meaning and universal values,
norms of humanity and humanism. In the end, the modern educational system combines
three totally different values - the measurement of culture, politics and the market.
Therefore, on the one hand, modern education is maximally enriched in value, which
gives it more opportunities to support globalization processes, on the other hand - she
is saturated with internal axiological contradictions.

DISEASE AND ITS SOCIO-ANTHROPOLOGICAL MANIFESTATIONS
IN THE WORKS BY FYODOR DOSTOEVSKY

F.M. Dostoevsky has been one of the most interesting and mysterious figures in
the process of human researches for two centuries in a row. Scientists from all over the
world have divided into two large groups: those for whom F. Dostoevsky is a genius, a
prophet, one of the founders of Russian philosophy (S. Freud, M. Berdyayev, W.
Benjamin, L. Shestov and others) and those who consider him as an ordinary writer of
the detective genre (V. Nabokov, I. Bunin and others).

The author examines F.M. Dostoevsky as an extraordinary person, a world-class
thinker and in the context of this, investigates the phenomenon of disease through the
prism of his creative heritage and biography. This is especially relevant in connection
with the fact that the writer himself suffered from a severe form of epilepsy, which
could not but be reflected in the creative process as such.

The author approaches the phenomenon of mental illness with the comprehension
that the modern science is far from perceiving it solely through the prism of medical
knowledge. Therefore, the analysis of mental illness is carried out taking into account
its interdisciplinary context and various social, psychological and biological models.

Particular attention is drawn to the analysis of "underground being" and
"underground man", given that "underground being" is considered as an internal state
of a person who can be on the verge with pain or completely depend on the disease.

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UNDERSTANDING OF THE PLATONIC TECHNIQUE OF DEVELOPMENT
OF THINKING AND PAIDEIA

The problem of the historical-philosophical hermeneutics of the relationship
between Plato's ideas about the nature of thinking and the concept of paideia was an
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important source of updating philosophical discourse, implemented in numerous turns
of philosophical thought over the past two centuries. It is in the concept of paideia that
the key attributes of thinking are concentrated, understood as a practical characteristic
of human being, and not a timeless substance or set of ideas. In Platon, paideia acts
both as a source, and method, and the goal of realizing thought, inexhaustible in its
playing potential and surpassing reality itself thanks to freedom from natural causality,
which hampers the order of real things. At the present stage, the concept of paideia was
in demand as the basis for the historical and philosophical deconstruction of the
discourse of culture, aimed at the dialectical removal of the abstract opposition of
culture and nature. The invisibility of the artificial and the natural in the concept of
paideia has opened up new horizons for philosophical anthropology, the purpose of
which is to search for the foundations of the meanings of human existence in the
framework of the modern scientific picture of the world, which at the level of
axiomatics asserts the arbitrariness and artificiality of our civilization. The
thematization of the concept of payayya remains significant in line with the social
philosophy of education, aimed at restoring humanistic ideals as criteria for evaluating
educational and pedagogical processes.

There are various approaches to absorption and the modern application of modes
and techniques of thought, presented both in the general scheme of the Academy
paideia, in Plato's dialogues, the main feature of which is, unlike modern styles,
teaching not so much knowledge of the systems of philosophy as awakening and
intensive training of the living the ability of independent reflection.

The goal of the upbringing and development of man by philosophy was considered
by ancient thinkers to be his "second birth": the formation of an inner, spiritual being
that, purified from everything transitory, terrestrial and mortal, can survive not only
death, the moment of separation of the soul and body, but also eternally exist in the
transcendent world.

If the participants in the dialogue are really involved in questioning, then the
notion of metaphysics should not be superficial and external. As correctly noted, it can
not be said that they "moved" to metaphysics, because they could not have moved
there: because people exist, they are already in metaphysics (®vcet yap, ® ¢ike, eveott
TIC PIL0GoQia TN ToL AVOpPOg dlavola, - Ph. 279a). As long as man exists, philosophies
also take place. What is called philosophy is the actuation of metaphysics, in which it
returns to itself and its immediate task.

Therefore, the transition to different layers and aspects of Plato's thought was
usually due to the cognitive framework of the tunnels of the interlocutor's
consciousness, as a rule, one of the best, if not the best in the group, that is determined
by the existential ontology. Other students had to navigate and search for their
conceptual niches in the discussion, making personal intellectual efforts to understand
the content of the conversation.

The purpose of philosophy

Ancient Greek philosophy sought to transform souls both through various
"spiritual exercises" and the conduct of philosophical discussions, for the philosopher's
task was not to convey "encyclopedic knowledge in the form of a system" (according to
Ado), but to live philosophically. In Neoplatonism, psychology is tantamount to
mystagogy, so the Delphic maxim of "know thyself" means "return to the source, the
first principle of everything." This conversion (emiotpo@n) is at the same time a turn to
oneself and a rise by means of ontological symbols, completed by divine energies (5,
p.41).

Although human beings are not able to reach the knowledge of the gods with their
discursive mind, according to lamblichus, philosophy in the Pythagorean manner is the
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path to wisdom, on which we can offer not contradictions but firm and unchanging
truths reinforced by scientific evidence of mathematics (pofepotov) and
contemplations (Beoprag). Wise is he who contemplates the One, the purpose of the
contemplation, and is able to see from here, as from the observation tower, God (who
sits above all truths, bliss, being, causes and principles) and everything that is behind
Him.

The purpose of Platonic philosophy is wisdom and immortality achieved by the
erection (avayoyn) of the soul, which is likened to God (opowocig Bew) and achieves
unity with the deity at the level of noetic theophanies or the most inexpressible Source.
Therefore, philosophy as a rational discourse is a hermeneutically developed substitute
for ancient rituals, which were considered as an integral part of cosmic event processes.
The philosophical games and the search for truth can be seen as a special and partially
individualized case of ritualized cosmogony, which is an imitation of the gods and a
kind of divine service (ibid.).

For many years, the author of this article in teaching, among other things,
described the elements of the system of various techniques used by Plato for the maytic
awakening of essential thinking and reframing the consciousness of his listeners.
Recently an interesting article by Sh. Amiott "Learning to Think with Plato" (2) was
recently published in French, which, in my opinion, is a valuable and original addition
to that material. It seems advisable to give an overview of this work, in which Chantal
Amiott segments his research in such a way that in each micro-section of the article to
exhibit some characteristic feature, a feature of the dialectical method of Plato, moving
to the deeper layers of thought of the ancient Greek philosopher.

The author points to the deep contrast that exists between the charm and flexibility
of conversations in the texts of the latter (see, for example, Phaedrus), and "a bite in the
heart of the soul", which he makes to test the reader (2, p. 199). Plato urges the thought
to go a certain way, spend a certain amount of time on it, so that she learns to endure
sharp turns and drops in flight, and boredom, and even irritation of those who would
like to move faster, much faster (Politician, 286 ¢), so that she could feel its freedom in
this "divine wanderings". And then suddenly demand a conversion, an unexpected
change: "But, Socrates, if you are telling the truth," Callicles exclaims in Gorgias (481
s), "the whole life of people turns upside down, and we, we all seem to do the opposite
to what required "(quoted in: 2, p.199). This is a call to fight for the interlocutor, so that
he returns to the inner sources of his soul and awakens in his heart the desire to lead a

just and right life (4dpology of Socrates, 41 e).
DIALOG

And it is in the practice of dialogue that this conversion occurs, for dialogue is, in
fact, a thought that is gaining weight and intensity more and more. To talk with another
means to think with him. Not to "talk about anything," or to know, "what does anyone
think?" No, some "you" and "I" are being tested, for there is nothing better than "I" and
"you" to put what we say is a test of inquiry (Protagoras, 331). The criterion of the
dialogue that is conducted to the truth is that you can freely ask and answer, you can
change your opinion, asking yourself, what this or that can be, to try to give yourself
this and the answer that you can then give to another. In this case, external expressions
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are always supported by what they say to themselves. In confirmation of this Amiot
quotes the following fragment from the dialogue Teethet: "Encourage yourself to think
the same thing that I do," Socrates demands from the Theetet, - (...) some discussion
that the soul conducts with itself about the things that happen to it (...), for that's what I
think the soul does when she thinks: nothing else, how she conducts a dialogue, asking
herself and answering herself, arguing and denying. And when, having drawn a
conclusion, whether with some slowness or by direct rushing to the end, she speaks
only with one voice, without separating, then we believe that this is her opinion
"(Teetet, 190a) (quoted in: 2, 200).

And the Theetet agreed with this.

THINKING WHILE PULLING AWAY

However, the author observes, it is for the thinking soul to live in a dual way: she
asks herself and she aspires to give herself an answer. She is unsure of something, and
where she begins to gape space from herself to herself, and reflection is born.
Everything that divides the soul, becomes an obstacle to immediate judgment, and is a
good reason for the emergence of thought.

Perceived ambiguity is replaced by intellectual confusion, when the soul, for
example, asks a question, what is a number: one or multiple? Or both? Such a
contradiction stimulates thinking.

Plato, then, finds a way to lead the discussion so that the speaker is never equal
with another. To this end, he argues that the dispute must lead the logos, that is, with
what both companions can agree in the name of reason, and not at all the desire for
victory in the dispute: "You think," Socrates asks in Harmid, "that when I ask you , I do
this for something else than for the sake of what makes me explore myself, that is, the
fear of being deceived, thinking that I know what I do not know? (166 sec) ", - (cited
in: 2, p. 201). And this is the case in the discussion that a person conducts with himself
when he thinks, for his thought is mediated by a consideration that somebody else in
him or outside of him could put forward as an objection.

DEBT TO THINK AND SEEK THE TRUTH

First, the preamble of any true thought is the need to listen to the Logos, listening
to the other, to allow yourself to explore yourself with his questions, to accept - without
stopping the debate and not leaving the topic - the situation when you contradict
yourself. This is what the figure of Socrates says. Socratic irony makes it possible to get
rid of the greatest ignorance - to think that you know what you do not know, prescribes
to think before acting responsibly. For Maevtika - the pivotal art for minds - is based on
the conviction that the truth exists in the interests of all people so that it manifests itself
(2, pp. 201-202). This is what animates the Platonic dialogue, which refuses to deceive
and being deceived, exposing errors, showing how they are constructed, refusing to
remain among the appearances, the notorious "shadows" of the cave that are taken for
truths (State VII) - all through questions and answers, but without any polemical
pathos. Here in the game, the author notices, the life of thought (2, p. 202).

And it is this attitude of responsibility and this conviction that compels us to
abandon the game with "representations" that do not have any influence on our way of
life, in the manner of the sophists who are entertained by the fact that the beauty of the
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language that surprises the youth derives (Sophist, 234 c). They play with

pronunciation, accents, content of utterances, but never reaching the very act of
thought, live on the epidermis of their soul, yielding to the violence of their passions.

Moreover, it is not just a question of demonstrating another false or true concept

of reality to another, which would be only a rhetoric, and not a true thought. Reclaimed

space is used for reflection, without stopping for a moment the worries of thinking in

truth.
STUNNED ...IN SEARCH OF THE DEFINITION

However, when the conditions of honest debate are accepted, when the
participants agreed to purify themselves and get rid of their false knowledge and lies,
the difficulties still remain: how to make a choice among a variety of points of view?
For, searching for the truth, you can not just pile them up in rows, one by one. The only
way to avoid anarchy, in which mutual understanding will lose (due to playing into
different meanings of words) is to always squeeze the dispute, shortening it, and even
stop the discussion in order to arrive at a generally acceptable definition and check once
again its validity. In Sophist it is said: "... it is always important to always agree with
the definition of the essence of the thing itself in any study, using the mind that will
determine it, than to agree on a name, not caring about the definition (218s)", (cited in:
2, pp. 202-203).

Thus to think is to seek to grasp through the variety of aspects of a thing that
which can be understood by all, and then compress this understanding around the
educated from the intelligible concepts of unity, which will be their logos, intelligible.
It means not to start with a definition, but to search for it.

TO THE SOLUTION: FORM, IDEA

So the dispute takes a philosophical turn, for a correct definition must refer to
what the given thing really is, to its "effort", that is, what it is, to that mode of being
about which questions are posed and answers are received that they strive to
understand, looking for its mode of comprehension, which is given in what Plato calls
the form (2, p. 203). This mode of being "always remains the same" (Phaedo, 78 d), not
subject to becoming, it is absolutely "in itself", in a sense that does not depend on the
sensory itself, but this last partisipates to him, either being and intellectuality. Only the
sight of thought can seize it and see the causal influence in this phenomenal world.
Therefore, it is called "eidos" and "idea" (from the Greek "see, see"). This idea is the
beginning, the principle, which gives an understanding of what they are trying to think,
and it is precisely its meaning that can already be expressed. And although it opens in
time, he himself is atemporal, is important for all and at all times. So the thought
reveals the universal, which collects and illuminates, is more real in its stability than
what the person gives his sensory perceptions. But before enjoying them, thought can
reflect on the different modes that it meets in the matter, according to the spheres in
which it operates (p. 203).

WHEN THOUGHT REFLECTS OWN WAYS

Here the dialogue spreads and follows the various paths through which thought
flows and which, in turn, determine the types of cognition. With sensual images of
perceived things, she can only make assumptions, can get convictions, but they will not
be justified. Proceeding from these images, the soul passes through Plato from the
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sensuous to the intelligible, where it manifests itself in a mathematical form. It is an
intermediary between them, and makes rational conclusions from the hypotheses that it
itself produces (2, p. 204).

However, behind these first propositions, like mathematical propositions, the idea
goes to its own area, where dianoy, that is thought, - the author specifies, - following in
its own way, discovers for itself dialectics, the science of sciences, which alone can
achieve untimely. There, it comes into contact with being and truth without stopping to
"explore" them, but already dealing exclusively with itself, engaging only in its free
sphere, producing many aspects and nuances in an intelligible question, and finding the
sought definition that all of them agree upon . The view follows these emer- gaging
atemporal forms that are not subject to change, with each one the same sooner than the
same. Therefore, we can talk about intelligible contemplation.

But this requires an incessant education, which must be accepted by those who are
philosophically gifted. Those unfortunates who are superbly endowed with nature, but
have not received such education, will be the worst of all, since the eye of their souls
will be submerged in mud. But such are the sad conditions of human existence most
often encountered, unless they are freed from the bonds of ignorance and thus not
liberated. People remain captives of their illusions (State, VII 514). In confirmation is
the well-known myth of a cave in which captive people can not even translate their
gaze into the darkness that does not know the light of the Sun and are indignant at those
who force them to turn their heads and go to the light, by which is meant true thinking
on the path of knowledge of truth 2, p. 204).

For aspirants to ideas, one more purification is required: ideas can not be imagined
in the form of sensible things, giving them an imaginary existence in a different time
and space. The idea of fire is not fire. The idea is not a thing. Such reification of forms
would make of them unthinkable conditions of intellectuality, which is shown by the

mental technique of Parmenides.
FREE TO LIVE AND UNDERSTAND

From now on, the thought learns to live free and clear. Before all questions, each
of which is investigated in all respects and spheres, it undertakes its own research: it
analyzes and strives to synthesize them in a concept that groups into unity the whole
multitude of these intelligible traits (2, p. 205). In fact, it is impossible to come to an
understanding differently than having an image of the whole, built and ordered
according to natural articulations. The truth implied in the image of the whole depends
on the clarity of the distinctions, and thus on the analysis and divisions. The articulation
alone and, consequently, the distinction of much in one, truly determines the object of
thought. Hence Plato's love for these divisions, the relations of genera and species,
these divisions (Phileb, 16), which manages to catch even the most elusive that hides in
the likeness, sophistry. Exaggerating somewhat, Plato expresses it in the following
way: "We unite all that is connected with his name, from the beginning to the bottom ...
the imitation technique, the ability to provoke contradictions, the irony in the technique
of external relations, the ability to produce illusions, but not divine, but human, to
produce miracles in discourse, are such, as it seems to me, the genealogy, as the saying
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goes, of the sophist "(Sophist, 268 d). Here, moving from part to part, thought

synthesizes what she first shared, analyzing (2, p. 205).
EXERCISE IN CORRECT AND FAIRY THINKING

But it is also necessary to correctly conclude that it is impossible, if only to play
all these forms without recognizing that a whole being requires a stable unity to be
understood. It is even required to find a measure for real things that would ascend to
being and be fixed in becoming, to apply a measure to that which is infinite in itself (for
example, pleasure) and transiently (2, pp. 205-206).

But what kind of measure is this? Of course, it is not purely quantitative, applied
irrelevant to anything, but a measure adapted and diversified according to the types of
problems and situations. In any case, it is required to give an articulated structure of
what is being talked about, but not as a ready-made whole, but as a search process.
There is no ready-made method to follow, rather, it is an indication of a certain rhythm,
subtlety of thought, ever-renewing ingenuity.

To achieve this tact, this truthfulness in thought, exercise in thinking, all means are
good. Thought can be corrected in many ways: one should not rush to definitions, being
a victim of prejudice, one should not mix everything and place on one plane, one must
grasp the hierarchy of logical articulations and not think that any word necessarily
refers to any entity. You should also use myths to raise new questions and answers, and
not to follow any method mechanically, be it even a division. It is required to bring
paradigms to catch subtle similarities, like the art of weaving in Politics, in order to
better understand political action. Everything is good for living thought, which learns to
analyze and synthesize, but not in the same way, but according to different subjects (2,
p. 206).

RETURN TO SOURCE

What is the secret of this dynamism? And who does so that the thought of the
philosopher becomes "winged" (Phaedrus, 249a)? It is her love that sustains in effort
and in her sufferings, "Eros", which can not be described and surrounded by any
definition. A reasonable passionate desire, love, is a philosophy devoid of everything,
and always in search to make up for what it lacks (Pir, 203 bc), and it is not satisfied
with one variety, but strives for unity, and has the power to combine differences in
impulse, which forces him to raise something high and heavy. Philosophy is liberated
love, the eros who found their wings (2, pp. 206-207).

The soul, in its rush, rises to the source of all understanding, of all attainment and
being, to this One beyond any unity, this Good, which gives a reasonable basis for the
understanding of this existence, this Beauty that shines and makes the best born among
all the madnesses. The source, which is the very substance of thought, it makes one
born in the soul this passion of self-remembering all these intelligible realities, which it
has as nostalgia. This is what the myth of the anamnesis (Phaedrus, 248a and dal.)

In fact, to study, does not it mean to remember what the soul once contemplated?
What is the tenor, the leitmotif, of this myth? This is a special way of saying that you
can not pour truth into souls from outside, it is necessary that she find her as some kind
of own good, looking in herself to make its her own. But this is also the longing that the
soul feels for the timeless and the intelligible, and its eagerness to find them.
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Undoubtedly, Plato speaks of exile, in Phaedrus he talks about the fall of the soul into
the body, but is it not to show how the soul in its memory is able to become one,
grasping in its movement all these differences in order to selectively deploy them to
One? To show a person - henceforth a composite - also has the opportunity to overcome
the separation, this composite alone? And through this movement to One, his soul is
born with the soul of the gods (2, pp. 207).

To recognize this division by means of this myth means to get involved in a
double conversation. First of all, recognize by "the right measure" the limitations of our
thinking that can never be embraced by this Source: "It seems that cognizable things
not only can be known only through good, but also their being, and the essence is given
to them from it, although the self the good is not essence, but beyond the essence,
exceeding it by virtue and strength. " - Here Glaucon exclaimed: "By Apollo, what an
amazing excess" (State, VI, 509a-c).

This makes it impossible to close thinking on dogmatic content. However, within
these boundaries, being becomes worthy of immortality: "Do not you feel," said
Diotima, "that only at this moment, when he sees Beauty through what makes it visible,
will he be able to give birth not only to images of truth, he touches, and genuine reality,
for he touches the truth. But if he gives birth to genuine virtue and nurtures it, is it not
worthy of the love of the gods? And if among all people there is even one, worthy of
immortality, is it not he? "(Pir, 212a).

And S. Amiot completes his work, saying that to learn to think is to remember this
understanding of beauty in Plato, in order to live and treat this world and people in it
differently (2, p. 207).

PLATONISM

At the same time, the author of this article in teaching paid attention to the integral
understanding of the whole of Plato's teaching, reconstructed from the sum of the
concepts contained in various dialogues.

Plato approaches the analysis of the phenomenal world on the basis of the
principles derived from the study of the intelligible ("from top to bottom"). A top-down
approach means that a satisfactory understanding of the observed phenomena can never
be found in terms, for example, of their physical parts, but should be open to their non-
reducible, intelligible principles. L.P. Jerson sums up the essence of Platonism in the
following characteristics (3, p.253-276.).

First, the universe is a systemic unity. This thesis is the most profound legacy of
Platonism, received from pre-Socratics, who understood this unity of the world in the
sense that the constituents and laws of the latter, according to which it functions, are
really and intelligibly connected with each other; thanks to this unity and possible
systematic knowledge of the world. Therefore, the separate doctrines of metaphysics,
epistemology, ethics, etc., ultimately correspond with each other within this system.
Moreover, they are inseparable, since the principles that make it possible to formulate
concepts in one area are identical with those that resolve it in another.

Secondly, this systematic unity is a hierarchy that can be explicated. The platonic
image of the world (the key to the whole system) sees in the universe a hierarchy that
must be understood from the top down based mainly on two criteria: a) the simple
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precedes the complex; and b) the intelligible precedes the sensuous. Precedence in both
cases 1s not temporal, but ontological and conceptual. Thus, the understanding of the
complex and sensually perceived depends on the interpretation of the simple and the
intelligible, since the latter is the explanation first, and the ultimatum explanatory
principle in the universe should not be a qualified simple. Because of this, Platonism is
in a certain sense reductivism, but differently than the philosophy going "from the
bottom up"; It is reductively conceptual, but not material. Is it possible and to what
extent the unqualified simple be intelligible or in some sense transcend intelligibility is
a profound question in the Platonic world.

Thirdly, the divine forms an irreducible explanatory (explicative) category. An
essential part of the system hierarchy is God, which is brought, first of all, for the
explanation of the sensory world or the world of becoming. Platonism focuses on the
idea that the divine has a comprehensive explanatory power - there is nothing that it
could not explain. Thus, ontology and theology become inseparable. The Platonic
concept of the deity also includes an irremovable personal element, which is often
weakened by a variety of efforts to use both the intelligible and the simple along with
the divine to explain everything else. The remaining personal element of the divine
agent in this transitional order is kept in view of the basic platonic thesis and
exhortation to the person "to become like God." Favor and providence are considered
essential features of the deity, especially when it is viewed in the "depersonalized"
version.

Fourthly, the psychological constitutes not a reducible explanatory category. For
Platonism, the universe itself is alive and full of sentient beings, and the soul is the
principle of life. In this life is not considered an epiphenomenon or something that is
located on the inanimate one. On the contrary, it is the soul that plays a unique
explicative role in the systematic hierarchy; despite the fact that it is the basic
explanatory beginning, the souls of individuals are adapted and subordinated in the
universal hierarchy. One of the central themes of Platonism was the relationship
between the intellect, the thinking and the intelligible, on the one hand, and the soul on
the other. As the physical was thought not to be reducible to matter, so the intelligible
did not reduce to the psychic. At the same time, the intellectual was neither an aspect,
nor a derivative of the mental, but a precursor to it.

Fifth, personalities belong to a systematic hierarchy and personal happiness lies in
achieving the position lost in it. All the Platonists believed that, in a sense, a person is a
soul that is immortal. Since perhaps the most important feature of the deity was
immortality, the goal of the incarnated individual existence was "to become like God."
But since you can not strive to become what you are already, this task is located
between two polar and universal Greek concepts: nature, or "what i1s", and"what should
be". Thus, the normative is tied into something that is objective and real, and people are
called upon to become what they are "real", truly or ideally. We can say that the first
principle of Platonic ethics is the need to "become like God."

And this is quite an achievable goal. As F.Shlezak shows, Plato has the possibility
of two opposite interpretations of the concept of philosophy in Plato: philosophy as an
endless aspiration - against a philosophy that can achieve the goal of acquiring
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knowledge (4, pp. 36, 138-139). In favor of the latter, Shlezak cites 532e3, which refers
to "rest from the path and the end of the journey." Socrates, in addition, speaks of "a
sufficient vision of the good" (519d1-2) (4, p.79-80), and attributes the soul to its
contemplation (518-9-10), and to explore and see what it is ( 516b6-7) (4, p.98).

Sixth, the epistemological order is included in the metaphysical order. Cognitive
modes are hierarchically graded according to hierarchical levels of objective reality, so
that the higher mode of cognition corresponds to the first explicative principles. All
cognitive modes, including sensory perceptions and needing them as a condition of
their functioning, are lower compared to the highest mode. The fact that individuals can
be subjects of both the highest cognitive mode and the lowest ones indicates an
ambiguity or conflict in the personality between the passions of the embodied human
being and the desires of the ideal disembodied cognitive agent. This conflict is
reflected, for example, in various atractions of the contemplative and practical (3, pp.
253-276, pp. 260-262).

This, according to Gerson, the main features of Platonism. The rest, including the
theory of ideas are derivative (3, 262-264).

Thus, even the most laconic exposition of the basic principles of Platonism shows
in it not only the ontology and ultimatum of the divine primordial principle, but also the
necessity for human beings of likening to God (and, consequently, his knowledge) and
returning to the originally occupied position in the intellectual hierarchy, which also
indicates the ontological status of both human souls and the very process of their
migration.

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CONTRADICTION IN REDUCTION OF THE IMAGE AND ROLE OF
WOMEN IN THE CONTEXT OF THE LEADING RELIGIONS

This article is devoted to the gender identification of women in the main religions
of the world, as the basis of moral canons of the philosophical outlook of mankind.

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NEOMIF AS A CONCEPT OF THE ARTISTIC FORM: UKRAINIAN
CONTEXT

Purpose of the research is an analysis of the neo-mythological contexts of
modern culture based on the material of Ukrainian artistic discourses for revealing of
constructive elements, constructive components that contribute to overcoming of the
crisis state of the personality of Postmodern, its spiritual continuum.

The methodology of the article consists in revealing of the way to return to
oneself through the myth for the modern individual who is experiencing an "existential
vacuum'", is based on the methodological foundations of empirical ethics, which
involve the use of the results of empirical research in the development of philosophical
and moral concepts, the identification of specific features, trends in the influence of the
mythological dimension on the construction of sociocultural processes and the making
of moral decisions.

Originality. It is determined that the neo-myth today is, in fact, the spiritual form
of human self-determination in nature, society, culture and art, one of the most
successful forms of realizing the most important functions of culture - the translation of
human experience, human adaptation in the situation of postmodern challenges, the
socialization of a person who survived existential alienation. Neomifologizm in
Ukrainian artistic culture can have formal characteristics, and can be a meaningful
aspect, which is expressed in forms and codifications.

Conclusions. Modern Ukrainian painting, photography, happening, performance
and role-playing games develop according to logic from of deconstruction,
fragmentation to the reconstruction of the concept with many variations. Moreover,
neomythologism is an integral part of the process, an indispensable attribute of a
person's cultural dynamics, finding its representation in formal characteristics, when a
direct appeal to the myth, direct imitation of the rite, ritual, initiation, etc., at a deep,
content level or in features of modeling of space-time categories of the art discourse
(unusual ordinary, cyclic, mythological time) occurs.
